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This cause coming on to be heard and being heard before the undersigned Judge in open court, and the court, after hearing the
evidence and the arguments of the parties, finds as a fact as follows:

1) That the defendant was charged with DWI.
2) That the court finds the defendant guilty of DWI by being actually impaired.
3) That any blood/breath alcohol result is suppressed because DHHS requirements were not followed.

Wherefore it is ordered:
1) That the clerk not enter any finding of fact regarding the defendant's alleged BAC on any judgment.

2) That no BACis found in this case by this court as DHHS requirements were not followed.
3) That the BAC s suppressed for all uses and in all hearings.
